Furthermore, Figure 7.4 shows the marginal averages for first, second, and

third births, split on child sex. These averages are computed from the full

data set, not only the 564 births included in our example. The number of

births ranges from approximately 60,000 for the first birth to approxi-

mately 18,000 for the third birth, for each sex.
